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[bookmark: _Hlk82593073]Bringing together vocalists, musicians and artists performing with Joy Division Orchestrated, founding band member Peter Hook and musical director Tim Crooks have produced a first collection of newly orchestrated tracks from the show, the “Dreams” EP to be released via Townsend Music on 1st October 2021 digitally and on streaming networks.
Featuring four tracks from the show, the EP showcases the performers recruited by Hooky and Tim and their contributions to the production which sold out London’s Royal Albert Hall and Sydney Opera House and sees its next run of dates at the O2 Apollo Manchester and The London Palladium in October 2022.

The track which closes out the four track EP sees Mica Millar delivers an emotive, finely wrought version of “A Means To An End” considered a stand out moment of the live show.
Then the full EP, released digitally 1st October on all streaming networks and for download, features the piano version of “Love Will Tear Us Apart”, a homage `to Malcolm Mclaren’s and Nova Nova’s rendition with Bastien Marshal from Detachments taking vocals in a delicate but assured delivery set to the sensitive recital of the seminal track.
Also an instrumental “Atmosphere” uses the shimmering drama of the original for a treatment that sees its elemental beauty rise to the fore.
Natalie Findlay performs “New Dawn Fades” as one of the highlights of the live shows is released for the first time, demonstrating the raw power of the song in a triumphant take on a modern classic.
Two additional versions of “Love Will Tear Us Apart (Alternate Version)” and “Atmosphere (Tom Toms Version)” close out the EP’s running order along with a continuous mix of tracks from the EP.

“When I was looking through the best quotes from Ian, the first I saw was subtitled “Dreams, Reality and Forever” and then I thought it would make an ideal title for a series of EP’s. Dreams because of the hopes we had at the start. Reality because of how difficulty it was to gain a following and get any kind of recognition and of course Ian’s untimely end. Forever is the legacy and the enduring passion that each generation shows for Joy Division. I have to say that I am very proud of what we achieved.” 
Tim Crooks added
“This has been such an inspiring project to work on from the beginning, and it’s a privilege to be bringing this music to fans in a new way, while paying the greatest respect to the original masters. It’s deeply compelling music and the aim of my orchestration was always to allow the character of each song to speak, but through a different lens, as if seen from another angle.”

[bookmark: _Hlk82593098]The EP previews Joy Division Orchestrated’s rearranged live shows in October 2022 as the production holds its first Manchester concert at O2 Apollo Manchester Friday 14h October 2022 and then performs at The London Palladium Saturday 15th October 2022.
These events represent the first time the show has been brought to the band’s hometown and are only the second run of concerts for this intensely powerful show which has met with great praise from long term fans and media alike.
Curated by Hooky alongside musical director Tim Crooks. “The Sound Of Joy Division Orchestrated” sees some fifty plus artists, musicians and guest vocalists come together to revisit the post punk elements that shaped Joy Division’s ground breaking sound, aligned with a full orchestra to reflect and respect the spirt which defines their heritage.
Expectations were high at the first Royal Albert Hall July 2019 concert with Hooky revealing it was one of the most “nerve-wracking” experiences of his life, Yet reactions were excellent with Classic Pop calling the show “the euphoric celebration forty years of this elemental music deserved” whilst Flick Of The Finger described it as “seminal, bold & innovative” as well as “a joyous, stunning performance, delivered with love, honour and passion.”
The tour of Australia in August 2019 carried on with these strongly positive reactions with sold out concerts down under including Sydney Opera House.  Reviews again were appreciative and admiring as The Rockpit said it was “an immense show, mesmerising” while Scenester Australia called it as “a breathtaking display of musicianship as well as a touching tribute.”
